Practice will take place after assembly.  
 
Event Format Junior tournaments will be ran as a mixed gents and ladies 

tournament. The qualification round will be shot in double detail 6 
arrows in 4 minutes and consist of 72 arrows, shot at 50m for 
compound on individual 6 zone 80cm faces, shot at 50m for 
barebow on 122cm faces and at 70m,60m for recurve on 122cm 
faces 
Elimination and finals rounds. 
Compound head to head will consist of 15 arrow matches shot in 
five ends of three arrows.  All these matches will be shot at 50m on 
individual 6 zone 80cm faces. 
Barebow and Recurve will use the set system, elimination and 
finals will consist of a maximum of 5 sets of three arrows. 
Barebow head to head  will be shot on 122 cm faces at 50m. 

 Recurve head to head will be shot on 122 cm faces at 70m  
 
Due to field restrictions there will no H2H session for 50+ at 60m.

Awards:   1st, 2nd 3rd awards for recurve, barebow and compound according to 

entry. Junior competition will be ran as a mixed gents / ladies 
tournament. 

 
Scoring: Scoring will be carried as per WA rule 14. Please note, archers are 

responsible for making sure that all aspects of their scoresheet, arrow 
values, score values, golds, number of hits etc. are correct before signing 
(WA rule 14.4). 

 
Other Details: Foam Bosses available. 

NO GAZEBO’S, COOKING ONLY ALLOWED OUTSIDE OF ROPED AREA AND 
NOT WITHIN 2 METRES OF NEAREST TENT.

Competitors approached to give samples must comply as refusal will be 
treated as a positive result.  Parents/legal guardians of competitors 
under the age of 18 must sign the entry form giving consent to drug 
testing if required.
