Compound Head-to-Head will consist of 15 arrow matches shot in
five ends of three arrows. All these matches will be shot at 50m on
individual 6 zone 80cm faces.

Barebow and Recurve will use the set system, elimination and
finals will consist of a maximum of 5 sets of three arrows.
Barebow Head-to-Head will be shot on 122 cm faces at 50m.
Recurve Head-to-Head will be shot on 122 cm faces at 70m

Due to field restrictions, there will no H2H session for 50+ at 60m.
